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In Spanish class, freshmen explored the theme of “Cruzando fronteras” (crossing 

borders) through bilingual spoken word poetry and artwork. They worked with 

spoken word professionals, took part in workshops and performed their work 

locally. They created anthologies of their work, available at the HTH bookstore 

at  http://www.hightechhigh.org/books.
